January – June 2006
Task Force Actions Taken This Quarter
Task force members participated in a CCD Employment Summit held on Thursday, January 26th, 2006 to set direction in working with Congress in the coming year. The meeting included a frank discussion about the role and purpose of the various forms of employment and was facilitated by Nachama Wilker of NDRN. 
On March 9, 2006, the task force submitted co-chair comments to Dept. of Education in Response to Proposed Priorities for DRRPs, RRTCs, and RERCs.  

Reviewed the U.S. Census Bureau report published MAY 12, 2006 and attended the Interagency Committee on Disability Research (ICDR) meeting seeking comments with respect to the federal disability and rehabilitation research agenda. The meeting took place Tuesday, May 23, from 10 a.m. to 3 p.m.  The Task force had submitted comments on their published priorities and strives to understand disability data as it relates to program needs. 

As part of it’s monthly meeting, the task force had a briefing on Disability Stats from Andrew Houtenville of The Rehabilitation Research and Training Center on Disability Demographics and Statistics (StatsRRTC), Cornell University on May 25, 2006. 
On June 1, 2006, interested task force members attended a focus group meeting sponsored by NISH soliciting input on the pending modernization of the Javits-Wagner-O’Day Act. 
Throughout the quarter, E&T continued to monitor hill action on WIA and the Rehabilitation Act and followed up with OPM on the status of the final regulations for Excepted Service for People with Disabilities in federal employment.
