Task Force Actions Taken This Quarter
This quarter, the Technology/Telecommunications Task Force has focused in two areas.  The first is seeking full funding for Assistive Technology Act including state assistive technology programs and the national technical assistance project and restoration of funds for the protection and advocacy assistive technology programs.  The Task Force sent a sign-on letter to the hill on behalf of Assistive Technology Act program funding.  The second is preparing for the U.S. Access Board’s refreshment process for their guidance on Section 508 of the Rehabilitation Act, which requires all information technology purchased by the federal government be accessible, and Section 255 of the Telecommunications Act, which requires accessibility features in telecommunications equipment.  

Task Force Agenda:

In the coming months, the Task Force will be working to support several members that have been appointed to the Access Board’s advisory committee for their refresh process of Section 508 and 255.  Task Force efforts will focus on identifying common issues and recommendations to ensure a consistent message.  We will also continue to monitor congressional action on funding for assistive technology programs.
